Highlight 2010 BIA Parade of Homes

The 
New Albany Walking Club will host a 2+ mile fun walk around New Albany at 6:30 pm on this 
night, with free t-shirts to the first 100 participants to register for walk.  Registration will occur 
at the BIA Parade site beginning at 4:30 pm.  Pelotonia will also host a 5-mile family bike ride 
at 7 pm on August 5, and New Albany Symphony performers will appear at the Parade from 
7:30 – 8:30 pm.
